Smart Roadside Inspection System Showcased for Neighboring States 

 
 
Santa Fe--The New Mexico DPS Motor Carrier Police Division will be hosting a multi-state demonstration of 
its Smart Roadside Inspection System today, March 3rd

The Smart Roadside Inspection system is the latest addition to the department’s electronic screening 
program for commercial vehicles.  The demonstration will showcase two of MTPD’s mobile inspection units.  
The first is a Mobile Thermal Inspection system.  This system uses military class thermal imaging technology 
to screen moving trucks for unsafe equipment.  The second unit is a mobile Smart Roadside trailer.  The 
trailer is an automated electronic screening system that inspects passing trucks for compliance with safety 
and security regulations.  The trailer is outfitted with advanced imaging systems that can automatically 
identify a vehicle based on its license plate and carrier information displayed on the side of the truck.   
 
Both mobile units demonstrate the power of using technology to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of 
roadside operations.  NM DPS MTPD is currently deploying a network of automated electronic screening 
systems to improve safety on New Mexico highways while at the same time supporting the free flow of 
commerce.  Smart Roadside provides NM DPS with a common platform link between its automated 
roadside electronic screening sites and DPS MTPD’s commercial vehicle safety and security databases.  
Smart Roadside system collects and disseminates data for all networked electronic screening sites in the 
state and provides a centralized roadside management tool to MTPD managers and administrators.  DPS 
operators utilize the Smart Roadside automated electronic screening system as a tool for real-time targeting 
of high-risk vehicles to support roadside operations.
